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A serious performance work, Cy-Gît (subtitled “A non-dance in music”) layers clouds of sounds from unique instruments—bells, thunder sheet, organette, Peruvian flute—with the spoken text from Villon and a chanted text from Beowulf, with a middle section incorporating Dunstable’s O Rosa Bella. The linear sweep always edges toward chaos, but is held together as a collective howl.
