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Neil Simon’s 1965 Broadway play “The Odd Couple” depicted two
mismatched roommates, one neat and uptight, the other laid-back and
generally disheveled. However, the true story on which it was based was
much darker, and often crossed the Beckley Line of Good Taste by
showing in intimate detail the tribulations that beset America’s second

documented interspecific relationship.
