My first large-scale electronic piece for live performers and tape was also one of the earliest examples of sampled commercial recordings. Using the Five Man Electrical Band’s 45rpm record “Signs” plus FM radio transmissions, Construction “on nix rest …in china” was built in four channels and intended to surround the listener. The original tracks have been recovered and remastered here, and a 5.1 version will be available next year. A classroom performance was done, but this complete performance is the premiere.
